John 15:16 (NASB) 16 "You did not choose Me but I chose you, and appointed you that you would go and bear fruit, ... ( as 4 me: I never had thoughts, dreams, or aspirations of being …?)

Ja 2:5 (GW) Listen, my dear brothers and sisters! Didn't God choose poor people in the world to become rich in faith and to receive the kingdom that He promised to those who love Him?

Love Him because He Graciously Choose you to honor Him and give Him praise … 

Psalm 42:5 (GW) … Talk to yourself … Why are you discouraged, my soul? The joy of the will be your strength … Why are you so restless? (In quarantine) … Be still and know God … Who is Gracious! …

Put your hope in God, … praise Him. … Say, He is my savior and my God.
