Tues & Wed Scripture Meditation … Good News for The Obedient

2 Corinthians 1:2-4 (NASB) 2  Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
3  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, 
4  who comforts us in all our affliction so that we will be able to comfort those who are in any affliction with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God. 

Psalm 46:7-11 (AMP) 7  The Lord of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob is our Refuge (our Fortress and High Tower). Selah [pause, and calmly think of that]! 8  Come, behold the works of the Lord, Who has wrought desolations and wonders in the earth. 9  He makes wars to cease to the end of the earth; He breaks the bow into pieces and snaps the spear in two; He burns the chariots in the fire. 10  Let be and be still, and know (recognize and understand) that I am God. I will be exalted among the nations! I will be exalted in the earth! 
11  The Lord of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob is our Refuge (our High Tower and Stronghold). Selah [pause, and calmly think of that]! 

How many of us ever tried to convince some significant other you never did wrong? … Note: As Far as Father God is concern … one time wrong puts you with those who are consistently wrong … sinner we are before forgiveness = GOOD NEWS … But GOOD NEWS must be acted upon …
Heb4:2 (NASB) For indeed we have had GOOD NEWS preached to us, just as they also; but the word they heard did not profit them, because it was not united by faith in those who heard. 

Hebrews 4:6 (NASB) 6  Therefore, since it remains for some to enter it, and those who formerly had GOOD NEWS preached to them failed to enter because of DISOBEDIENCE, 
Hebrews 4:7-13 (NASB) 7  He again fixes a certain day, "Today," saying through David after so long a time just as has been said before, "TODAY IF YOU HEAR HIS VOICE, DO NOT HARDEN YOUR HEARTS." 8  For if Joshua had given them rest, He would not have spoken of another day after that. 9  So there remains a Sabbath rest for the people of God. 10  For the one who has entered His rest has himself also rested from his works, as God did from His. 11  Therefore let us be diligent to enter that rest, so that no one will fall, through following the same EXAMPLE OF DISOBEDIENCE. 12  For the word of God is living and active and sharper than any two-edged sword, and piercing as far as the division of soul and spirit, of both joints and marrow, and able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart. 13  And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are open and laid bare to the eyes of Him with whom we have to do. 

Philippians 2:5-11 (NASB) 5  Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, 
6  who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7  but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the likeness of men. 8  Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 9  For this reason also, God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, 10  so that at the name of Jesus EVERY KNEE WILL BOW, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11  and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
