John 19:16-22 (NASB) 16 So he then handed Him over to them to be crucified. 17 They took Jesus, therefore, and He went out, bearing His own cross, to the place called the Place of a Skull, which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha. 18 There they crucified Him, and with Him two other men, one on either side, and Jesus in between. 19 Pilate also wrote an inscription and put it on the cross. It was written, "JESUS THE NAZARENE, THE KING OF THE JEWS." 20 Therefore many of the Jews read this inscription, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew, Latin and in Greek. 21 So the chief priests of the Jews were saying to Pilate, "Do not write, 'The King of the Jews'; but that He said, 'I am King of the Jews.'" 22 Pilate answered, "What I have written I have written." 

Missing the Messiahs Message

Prophecy is being fulfilled … One of many reasons it is believed we miss the Messiah’s Message … We are like the Sadducees … making jokes about the resurrection … (Matthew 22:25 (NASB) 

25 "Now there were seven brothers with us; and the first married and died, and having no children left his wife to his brother;)

Missing the Messiah’s Message is not understanding that Jesus Himself is the Resurrection … 

John 11:25-26 (NASB) 

25 Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life; he who believes in Me will live even if he dies, 

26 and everyone who lives and believes in Me will never die. Do you believe this?"

The Message is missed when anyone states they believe but is not Ready to be Resurrected.

Note: Jesus is Resurrection before The Cross at Calvary … When He told Mary and Martha who He was He had not gone to the cross yet … He was on His way.

Please: Do not miss this message … I am not going to debate about it … the cross is not why Jesus came, just to be crucified … He came to bruise the head of the devil for MESSING WITH US!

Genesis 3:14-15 (NASB) The LORD God said to the serpent, "Because you have done this, Cursed are you more than all cattle, And more than every beast of the field; On your belly you will go, And dust you will eat All the days of your life; 15 And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And between your seed and her seed; He shall bruise you on the head, And you shall bruise him on the heel." 

This whole matter of death, burial and resurrection is incidental.

It’ about you (mankind in His likeness). 

The Father God is revealing the most extreme measure He would stoop to, to GET US BACK to where He wants us. … John 14:3 (NASB) "If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be also.

It’ called redemption by the Resurrection … Acceptable price is blood … Sinless blood … Blood from a holy source … Lambs blood … Blood from an obedient and humble source … 

A voice cries out: ... Hebrews 10:7 (NASB) THEN I SAID, 'BEHOLD, I HAVE COME (IN THE SCROLL OF THE BOOK IT IS WRITTEN OF ME) TO DO YOUR WILL, O GOD.'" 

He was wounded and crushed for our sins. He was beaten that we might have peace. He was whipped, and we were healed! All of us have strayed away like sheep. We have left God's paths to follow our own. Yet the LORD laid on him the guilt and sins of us all. (Isaiah 53:5-6)

Jesus is the suffering servant Messiah. Isaiah speaks of the Messiah, Jesus, who would suffer for the sins of all people. Such a prophecy is astounding! Who would believe that God would choose to save the world through a humble, suffering servant rather than a glorious king? The perception is inconsistent to human pride and worldly ways. But God often works in ways we don't expect. The Messiah's strength is shown by humility, suffering, and mercy.

Message is:

The Messiah: is Jesus Christ Who is the same yesterday and today and forever.

The Message: is the same … Mark 13:31 "Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will not pass away.

Missing the Messiah’s Message: Revelation 22:10-13 (NASB) 10 And he *said to me, "Do not seal up the words of the prophecy of this book, for the time is near. 11 "Let the one who does wrong, still do wrong; and the one who is filthy, still be filthy; and let the one who is righteous, still practice righteousness; and the one who is holy, still keep himself holy." 12 "Behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to render to every man according to what he has done. 13 "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end." 

Do not miss the message from the Messiah … Death has passed over the blood bought believer. Romans 6:8-11 (NASB) 

8 Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him, 9 knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, is never to die again; death no longer is master over Him. 10 For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. 11 Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus.

Jn 5:24 "Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.

Get the message: Everyday, eternally is Passover/Resurrection … 

Testimony of a believer: … 2 Corinthians 5:6-8 (NASB) 6 Therefore, being always of good courage, and knowing that while we are at home in the body we are absent from the Lord— 7 for we walk by faith, not by sight— 

8 we are of good courage, I say, and prefer rather to be absent from the body and to be at home with the Lord.

When you understand the message … “say, and prefer rather to be absent from the body and to be at home with the Lord” …
